GUIDANCE NOTES FOR RIDE ORGANISERS
1. Plan the ride to ensure minimum risk and maximum safety.

2. Try to keep to bridleways, forest tracks and quiet lanes where possible.

3. Check traffic on a similar day and time of the week previous if possible.

4. Check route for hazards such as ground conditions, gates, fords, low tree branches, barbed wire fencing, pig’s etc.

5. Any hazard to be identified at the ride briefing before the ride sets off.

6. A steward should marshal all road crossing except on very quiet minor roads.

7. The lead rider who will brief the ride before setting off will ensure that riders comply with the club rules and check compliance in relation to head gear, tack, horses shoes and under 16 year riders.

8. The lead rider is to allocate an experienced horse/rider to bring up the rear of the ride.

9. The lead and rear riders are to carry a mobile phone on all rides.
